HIGH POINT, N.C., Sept. 20, 2012- A new HPU/Fox 8 Poll, conducted on the High Poin
University campus by live callers, finds a possieeersal of support for the leading presidential
candidates. Forty-six percent of North Carolindsteged voters who participated in the poll said
they would vote for President Barack Obama if ieeteon were held today, compared to 43
percent who said they would vote for Gov. Mitt Rayn

The previous HPU Poll, fielded in late August byngyUSA, found that 46 percent of N.C.
registered voters said they would vote for Romnayev3 percent said they would vote for
Obama.

Other findings show Obama’s job approval rating9spercent, an improvement from earlier
HPU Polls.
